s. After the presentation ended,  the jury team of each area of study 
went to the meeting room to discuss on who should come out as the 
winner. The process gradually intensify to pinpoint who has the best 
research.

Dr. Hendrawan,
Coordinator of Jury

Dr. Hendrawan, Lecturer of Mathematics 
and Science Faculty, University of 
Pendidikan Indonesia, Bandung explained 
that the result of the assessment had been 
the responsibility of the jury team. The 
judging process is done by jury team is 
classified in a certain way. Mathematics is 
divided into basic math and advanced math. 
Ecology is divided into Life Science and 
Environmental Science, while Physics is 
divided into Pure Physics and Engineering.

Other than gold medal for first winner, silver medal for second 
winner, and bronze medal for third medal, there will be also 
special awards for participants such as best presentation award, 
the most systematic presentation, special price on original 
artwork, the best innovation, and the best performance. “The 
result of each area of study will then be accommodated in jury 
team's general meeting to decide who should come up as the 
winner, while special awards will be given by each area of study 
differently,” Hendrawan explained

According to Dr. Al Haji Akbar, different 
scoring among judges is normal, but so 
far the scores that we have are relatively 
the same. The judges came out with a 
unanimous decision. The committee will 
give 15 gold, 15 silver and 15 bronze 
medals. “After we receive the scores from 
the judges, we rank the participants and 
decide who will get the medals,”Al Haji 
Akbar said.

“For every scoring, we see the interval of scores among the 
judges. It should not be far below the scoring standard that we 
have made. If it's too far, the moderation process to decide the 
winner will be too long. But generally, the participants ability in 
presenting their presentation are good enough, so it can suit the 
standard that the judges have agreed,” he explained.
